Major Project - Pecha Kucha Instructions and Resources
For the major project you will create and deliver a polished Pecha Kucha speech. Pecha Kucha speeches are 20 slides with 20 seconds per slide. The slides move automatically, so the speaker must be well rehearsed to keep up with the pace of the visuals. The whole speech lasts 6 minutes and 40 seconds.
